Removal of Stock System: 

 

1. Apply a penetrating lubricant liberally to all hangers and rubber insulators. 

 

2. Mark a cut line 2.75” in front of the hanger in front of the rear axle on the 

factory system. 

Refer to Figure 1. 

 

3. Verify the cut line. It should be approximately 24” from the front of the 

axle tube.  You can also leave the factory pipe long and line up the supplied 

Over Axle Pipe expansion before making the final cut.  Cut the factory pipe 

at the cut line. 

Refer to Figure 2. 

   

4.  Unhook the three factory rubber insulators from the exhaust and remove 

the factory pipe. 

 

Installation of MBRP Inc. Performance Exhaust: 

 

1. Place a Clamp over the factory extension pipe and feed the Over Axle 

Pipe over the rear axle from the front.  Slip the Over Axle Pipe over the 

factory extension pipe. 

Refer to Figure 3. 

 

 

2. Install the three Over Axle Pipe hangers into the three factory rubber 

hangers. 

 

 

3.  Place a Clamp over the Tail Pipe inlet and install the Tail Pipe onto the 

Over Axle Pipe.  Snug, but do not completely tighten the Clamp.

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4.  Install the Exhaust Tips and adjust to your liking.  The Exhaust Tips  

can only be installed on the straight sections of the Tail Pipe.  Attempting to 

force them back farther may not allow them to tighten and align properly. 

Refer to Figures 5 and 6. 

 

NOTE:  A 2015 Fleetside model is shown; other models may require a 

slight downward tilt of the Tail Pipe to provide adequate clearance from 

the Exhaust Tips to the body. 

 

5.  Once everything is aligned completely tighten all Clamps.   

 

6. Check along the whole length of the exhaust system to ensure that there is 

adequate clearance around the spare tire, fuel and brake lines or any wiring.  

If any interference is detected relocate or adjust. 

 

7. It is recommended to tack weld each joint, including the Exhaust Tips to 

ensure vibrations do not allow any pieces to become detached.
